Computers and Internet technologies.
   The modern life seems to be impossible without techniques. In 1812 a professor of Math of the Cambridge University invented the first calculating machine. He could not even imagine what will happen in future.

   Nowadays using of computers became very widespread. With the invention of the computers it became possible to store retrieve and process a lot of data. Computers have much better memories than people. Computer can do 500 000 operations in a second. The modern computers can play chess, draughts, compose music, create pictures, movies, predict possible events, etc. The chief significance of the modern computers is to store and sort the information. At school computers are used for studying and examining.

   The modern computer has at least one central processing unit that performs most calculations and includes the main memory, a control unit and an arithmetic logic unit. Computer may also contain specialized graphic processor for three-dimensional simulations and games.
    Hard disk is a flat circular plate made of aluminum or glass and coated with a magnetic material. It can store up to several gigabits of information.

   Floppy disk or diskette made of a flexible plastic coated with a magnetic material and enclosed in a hard plastic case. One diskette can store 1.44 megabits of information. 
   A CD-ROM drive uses a low-power beam to read and write the data. CD-ROM  can store images and sounds in addition to the text and it is used in video and audio devices to store music, graphics and movies but it can only read the information written on it. There are special recordable compact disks called CD-R and rerecord able disks called CD-RW. CD-ROM can store 700 megabits of information.

   A DVD-ROM is a drive which can read a large amount of data. If you want to write any information on DVD you should use DVD-RW rewriting disks. DVD-ROM can store 4.7 gigabits of information.

   We can use computers to write texts, watch movies, record music, write letters and send them with the Internet, etc.

   The Internet is a global computer network which embraces millions of people all over the world. It was emerged in the USA in 1969 as a military experiment. It was designed to survive the nuclear war. Most of the Internet host computers (more than 50%) are in the USA, while the rest are located in more than 100 other countries.
   The most popular Internet service is e-mail. However, there are some other popular services such as reading news, using the World-Wide Web, telnet, etc. Any user pays his/her service provider a monthly or hourly fee. Part of this fee goes towards the costs of connecting to a larger service provider. And part of the fee goes by the larger provider to cover the cost of running a network of wires and wireless stations. 

   Nowadays when you need to get any necessary information the fastest way is using the Internet.
